  The Church Built Upon Jesus            Key Letters:CBJ 

ICBJ Matt 16.16-
18 

The church is founded on the confession that Jesus is the 
Son of God. Christ’s church is built on Jesus, not a 
human being. 

2CBJ Col 1.18 Christ is the head of the church 
3CBJ 1 Pet 5.4 Jesus is the chief shepherd 
4CBJ 1 Pet 2.9 The word church means called out – Peter speaks of the 

privileges and responsibilities of the church/those called 
out of darkness into His marvelous light. 

5CBJ 1 Tim 3.15b The church is the pillar and foundation of the truth 
6CBJ Matt 28.19-

20 
The church’s great commission - go to all the world and 
teach all that Jesus taught, discipling people to follow 
Jesus.   (Acts 1.8) 

7CBJ Jn 14.6 Jesus’ church believes and clearly teaches that He is the 
only way to be saved. 

8CBJ Acts 2.36-
41,47b 

The NT church begins from a powerful message of 
Jesus’ sacrifice, teaching what they saw and heard Jesus 
teach. The Lord added to their number daily those who 
were being saved. 

9CBJ Acts 14.23 The church is an organized body of believers.  (Acts 
15.22) 

10 
CBJ 

Acts 17.11 Each individual church group must study the teachings 
of their leaders to make sure Scripture supports them.  
(Acts 5.29 …obey God rather than man - words of Peter) 

11 
CBJ 

Acts 20.27-
30 

Paul pleads with the church to be faithful, warning them 
that false teachers will come and distort the truth.  (Matt 
7.15 Jesus warned that false prophets would come.) 
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12 
CBJ 

Jn 10.16 Jesus said He had sheep that were not yet part of His 
fold, and that His sheep are listening to His voice and 
will come out and follow Him. Our Lord’s desire is that 
there be one fold, but it must be founded on the truth of  
the ible. 

13 
CBJ 

Rev 18.4 God is pleading with His people to come out of religious 
confusion when they recognize through study of the 
word that their church is not following the teachings of 
Scripture. 

14 
CBJ 

Rev 14.12 God’s last church is known as commandment keeping 
believers who remain faithful to Jesus! (Rev 12.17) (Jn 
14.15 They obey God’s commandments out of love.) 

15 
CBJ 

Rev 14.6 Christ’s last church takes the gospel to all the world, 
taking Jesus’ commission seriously. 

16 
CBJ 

Rev 12.11 The church will overcome by the blood of the lamb. 
(Matt.16.18 gates of hell will not prevail…) 
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
